The authors describe the principles of programmed teaching and their application to both books and machines as well as industrial training. The book shows how the ideas of Pressey, Skinner, Crowder, Gilbert and other educationalists have developed the concept of ‘push-button’ education and tries to find a solution to the shortage of teachers who will be equipped to cope with the subtler and more personal aspects of education.
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How does the brain function? The book explains  neurobiologically how people think, know, remember, feel, sleep and wake –and what the social and political implications of these discoveries may be.
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This book examines the implications of personal construct theory, grid method and construct studies for areas such as personality assessment, developmental psychology, social psychology, cognition and psychotherapy, while showing how these very divisions are arbitary and expendable when a construct-theory view of ‘man as a person’ is adopted.
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
