FOR THE TEACHER
T-shirt design competition
Type of task: Submitting an entry for a t-shirt design competition
Educational level: Primary/ secondary education - ISCED 1/2[footnoteRef:1] [1:  International Standard Classification of Education (ISCED) - Statistics Explained (europa.eu)] 

Proficiency level: A2-B1
Short description and aim of the activity: 
Students will perform a number of mediation activities as they go through the process of getting to know about a language t-shirt design competition and a final presentation of their work. The tasks aim at developing learners’ skills in selecting information from source texts and relaying it into a target text in another language.

Background information (if applicable)
A t-shirt design competition is being organised where students are invited to design a t-shirt illustrating the benefits of learning foreign languages. Students get to know about this competition through an information poster in English, one of the official languages spoken in Malta, together with Maltese. Let’s get designing!

· Critical and innovative thinking (creativity)
· Interpersonal skills (teamwork and collaboration)
· Interpersonal skills (communication and presentation)

	Step 1
	Students are asked to discuss with their friends whether they ever took part in a competition. What procedures did they follow? Did they enjoy taking part? Did anyone win?

	Step 2
	Students read a promotional poster about the t-shirt design competition and are asked to write a message to inform their friend about this competition.

	Step 3
	Peer Feedback: Students reflect on how successful mediation was.
	In pairs/groups/plenary
	It is also possible to include written interaction by asking students to exchange messages and respond in the role of the Italian friend.

	Step 4
	Students are shown screenshots from the website containing more information about the competition. After reading the information, students discuss in pairs the information in the source text and summarise the main points to keep in mind when designing the t-shirt.

	Step 5
	Students will work in pairs on creating the design for the t-shirt. They are reminded to follow the competition regulations which are found on the website.

	Step 6
	Following the completion of their design, students will prepare a short video to send to their relatives in Italy. In the video, they will explain to their relatives what the competition required them to do and will present the design which they plan to submit.

	The teacher may wish to provide students with a clearer idea of what needs to be selected from the source text and relayed to their relatives by asking them to include information about i), ii), iii).in the video. This would make the task easier for the students to carry out and also make it easier to assess.

	Step 7
	Peer Feedback/Reflection – Students watch the recorded videos and reflect on how successful mediation was.

	The criteria for this evaluation could be either provided by the teacher or arise from a discussion of criteria with the students.
