the participants of the TaC event). 

o Advertise the event via the web/social media and send the relevant information and links

o Issue a press/media release 

o Send information to colleagues and networks 

o Inform ECML experts and participants in your country (see “Experts involved”) 

o Invite a representative from the Ministry of Education – for example, ECML Governing 
Board members and/or ECML National Contact Points (see “National contacts”) 

o Encourage participants of the event to disseminate ECML information: www.ecml.at 

o Disseminate the online bibliography received from the ECML (also available in the 
Management section of your Training and consultancy activity on the ECML website) 

o Consider online meetings with the expert team to prepare the event. 

o Consult with the expert team concerning the working language(s) used at the event. 
Should key information be made available in (one of) the national language(s) of your 
country (e.g. the programme of the event or questions for group work)? If yes, please 
offer to translate relevant text or ask a colleague to help with translations.
