Education shouldn’t be separated from social networking.
Crucial aspects of deep learning are languaging (verbalizing
thoughts), having clear goals, being able to provide effective
feedback (concise and to the point of student’s work, not
general, but concrete).

To automatize rules we need practical activities. There is no
direct way from rules to memory. Teaching should be slow, but
intensive. Teachers should choose key terms of each topic
carefully and transform text into tasks (charts, gap-fills). A
teacher can’t really know it students know until he/she asks them
to say what they know.
