The workshop focussed around the Literacies Model giving
participants the opportunity to become acquainted with the
Model and gain understanding as well as to express views
within an interactive setting.

Das ECML Projekt zu ,,Diskurskompetenzen und bilingualer Sachfachunterricht: Sprachen- und
facheribergreifende Kompetenzen fiir erfolgreiches Lernen” strebt eine kritische Evaluation
bisheriger und neuer Modelle an. Damit soll die Entwicklung und Auswertung eines neuen
Ansatzes zum Lernen der Fremdsprache in CLIL erreicht werden. Der Ansatz basiert auf der
Entwicklung von Diskurskompetenz und wahrer Kommunikation und fiihrt zur Entwicklung von
leistungsbedingten Kompetenzen. Durch eine gemeinsame praktische Studie in Schulen in
verschiedenen europdischen Landern sollen Lehrpersonen und Verantwortliche fiir
Lehrerlnnenausbildung gleichsam ihren Beitrag zur Entwicklung des Konzeptes beitragen
konnen. Das Endergebnis soll ein Arbeitsmodell / Toolkit fir die Erneuerung der Umsetzung von
CLIL sein — von Lehrpersonen entwickelt, ausgewertet, angepasst und weitergegeben.

Beim Workshop vom 2.-3. Juli 2015 wurde das Model , Literacies through CLIL” durch fokussierte
Gruppendiskussionen und Vortrage durch das Expertinnenteam vielseitig durchleuchtet und ein
tieferes Verstandnis der Teilnehmerlnnen fir die Thematick erreicht. Die ausgewahlten
Methoden waren im Einklang mit dem thematischen Zugang.

Die Entwicklung des Modells kommt zu einem duRerst glinstigen Zeitpunkt in der Entwicklung
von CLIL-Konzepten und CLIL-Implementierung in Osterreich. Ab den friiheren 90-ern wurden
die Chancen des Lernens durch eine L2 erkannt und durch ministerielle Empfehlungen
ermoglicht. Es folgten sehr erfolgreiche Projekte zur Materialentwicklung und
Unterrichtskonzepten von der Grundschule bis zur Oberstufe.

In den letzten Jahren gab es eine Vielfalt an Entwicklungen im Sprachenunterricht. Der CLIL-
Einsatz wurde fortgesetzt und weitere Erfahrungen auf allen Ebenen gesammelt; dadurch
entstand der Bedarf an neueren theoretischen Konzepten. Es verblieben offene Fragen zu
Assessment und zur Lehrerinnenbildung.

Dieses CLIL-Modell hat das Potenzial, Liicken zu schliefen und zu entscheidenden Weiterentwicklungen
dieses Ansatzes zu fiihren.
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
